These regulations have been taken to the BOT and
every child will be given two weeks grace to get their
haircuts in order. I thank you for your support on this
matter.
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This term sees the following themes and units being
run here at school.

Science focus from last term continued—We have a
specialised science teacher coming into school taking 5
lessons with all children throughout the school. These
are simple science experiments that can be repeated at
home with simple everyday materials.

Olympics Games— a mini 3 week unit that will climax
with a whole school Olympic games being held here on
the 22nd September.

Keeping ourselves safe— a unit that is run with the
help from the community police force. This unit looks
into ways children can keep them selves safe at school,
at home and in everyday situations.

Church strand— here the children are taken through
lessons that explore the importance of the church in
our lives and what it means to the catholic faith.

Cross country training— here children are asked to
push themselves to get fit and enter a competitive run
on country terrain.

Literacy and Numeracy— this continues throughout the
term with children being taught and challenged at their
level aiming for goals and benchmarks set by the
school, MOE and themselves.
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Please note that all families $10 for the cleaning of
the church is now due. This can be dropped into the
office over the next week. I thank you for your sup-
port on this matter.

Can you please make sure that your child/ren know
exactly what they have to do after school when it is
raining or fine.

Recently we are having many phone calls from
parents asking for messages to be passed on to their
children.
